Arrival

If you are arriving by car, our address is 1 Olympic Plaza, Colorado Springs, CO 80909.  For those who are driving from DIA, the directions are on page 6 of this document.  It is about 90 miles.

If you are arriving at Colorado Springs airport: 

The driver will be waiting for the participants either inside the airport down the escalator (next to baggage claim) or if the participants do not see a driver inside, a USOC vehicle will be parked out the main entrance, to the right.  They will cross the crosswalk and our vehicle waits in the taxi/bus pickup lane just to the right of the airport exit.  If there is not vehicle, please call the front desk number, 719-866-4444. All participants, whether you are staying on campus or not, must report to the Athlete center, #9 on the complex map, to check in for credentials.
